In 1921 he published his autobiographical volume
“Inchisorile mele”, in which he justify his activity from
Transylvania and Romania. In 1924 his volume “Amintiri” re-
lieved valuable memories about Mihai Eminescu, Ion Luca
Caragiale, Ion Creanga, George Cosbuc, and Titu Maiorescu.

In 1925, at 77, being ill and tired by an agitated life, with
lawsuits and detentions in prison, he took refuge at his daugh-
ter in Panciu, in a vineyard same as that from his village Siria.
On August 17 he died, being buried in the Brazi hermitage. The
known writer Gala Galaction read the farewell speech.
